	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction
Show the children images of two schools.  What do you think would make this a ‘dream’ school?  Establish that it is a fantastic learning environment where children are happy and learn and succeed.  What do you think happens in Nightmare High School?  Establish that in this school, children get into trouble, bad relationships etc…

Ask children to draw and label the sorts of things which would be seen in each school e.g. noisy lessons, bad language, tears.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Ask the children which school they would like to attend and why.  What rights do you think that you have at school? (the right to be treated fairly, the rights to be heard, the right to learn, the right to enjoy coming to school).  These rights should link to many of the scenes from the Dream School.  Introduce the concept of responsibility.  Partner discussion: 

‘Whose responsibility is it to make sure that we are; heard, learning, enjoying school?’

Share responses and cross reference rights with responsibilities e.g.

I have the right to learn, I have the responsibility to listen and question.

Explain that we want our classroom to be most like a classroom from Dream High School so we are going to create an important class charter for the year outlining our rights and responsibilities.

Hand out Class Charter (see New Beginnings booklet page 15).  In small groups children create a charter for the class.  Remind the children what effective group work would look like in Dream High School.  Which right does this link to (the right to be heard)? Recap how to achieve this (one person talking at a time etc…)

DIFFERENTIATION


	PLENARY
One representative from each class then meets with the teacher (or School Council Member) who creates the final class charter with important points from each charter.  The class sign the charter and it is displayed in the room for the year! 

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Whose responsibility is it to make sure that we are; heard, learning, enjoying school?

2. What rights do you think that you have at school?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Whose responsibility is it to make sure that we are; heard, learning, enjoying school?

What will effective group work look like? Which right does this link to? What responsibility will we have?
