	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction
Hide the class charter and see if children can remember the key rights and responsibilities.  Ask the children if they can share any examples of following the charter e.g. I put away the glue sticks.

Explain that today we are going to be looking at understanding why and how we are valued and setting ourselves personal and school targets.  Show the children the image on SMART (Page 2).  Ask the children to discuss with partners what this means and then to feedback.

On whiteboards ask the children to thought shower all the things that would help them be the best version of themselves (when are you the best version of yourself?) e.g. happy, believing in myself… Feedback.

Talk about the fact that in order to be the ‘best you’ it is really important to believe in yourself and know all your qualities and development points.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Read the children the story on SMART (page 3).  Explain that we are going to carry out a similar exercise.  Hand out class compliment template (populate these sheets with names from your class).  Each child then writes one of the best qualities down of each of the pupils and hands back in to the teacher.  The teacher should also carry this activity out.  These can be typed up on an individual sheet for each pupil and handed out next week.

DIFFERENTIATION


	PLENARY
Explain that when we read our qualities / compliment sheet next week it will help us understand what we are good at.  Ask the children if they can predict what may and may not come up on their sheet.  This will give them an indication of development points.  Establish that it is equally important to understand development points and give a personal example.  Explain that each of the children is going to set themselves a personal and school target based on development points using the questions on SMART to prompt them.  The children should then record two targets in their SEAL book or folder which they can add to the bottom of their compliment page next week.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What does ‘Be the best you’ actually mean?

2. What do you need as a person to achieve this?

3. As well as your qualities, what else is it important to understand to be the best you?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
If there is any time at the end of the lesson you could have a circle time activity:

‘I think I am good at…’ and ‘I think I could get better at…’
