	RESOURCES/SUPPORT

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Hand out compliment cards and ask the children to consider what has been written.

Feedback.  Anything that surprised you?  How did the comments make you feel?  Any comments you would like to share or made you feel particularly good?  Explain that we are going to explore how taking responsibility can help us achieve goals and be the person we want to be.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Introduce the concept of responsibility using SMART (page 4).

Ask the children to act out one of the following scenarios:

· Someone making the wrong choices e.g. hitting someone

· Someone making right choices e.g. walking away from a fight

£££ Someone finds £10 on the floor – what should they do?

Share a few examples.  What are the effects of taking responsibility and not taking responsibility for your actions?  What are you responsible for now?  How have these responsibilities changed as you have grown up?  Discuss.

Show timeline on SMART (page 5) and share some ideas.  Ask the children to copy the timeline into their SEAL books and complete for themselves e.g. looking after my dog Harry and friendships.  Share.  As you get older, which responsibilities will be added? (Teacher could share some).

£££ As they get older they will be given more responsibility for their own money – perhaps more pocket money or an allowance. They may also need to look after more money and expensive belongings safely. 

DIFFERENTIATION


	PLENARY
Explain that each of the children are going to set themselves a personal and school target based on the comments from the compliment cards (what did you want to hear?) and responsibilities they are willing to take on.

The children then record two targets in their SEAL book or folder which they can add to the bottom of their compliment page next week.
