	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap the last lesson and explain what responsibilities have you taken in the last week? 

Did any of them involve working with others?

Show children a clip from CBBC programme ‘Trapped’

www.bbc.co.uk/iplayer/cbbc/episode/b00h5pwr/Trapped_Series_3_Newport/  (if this has expired it will be on the archived section of iplayer)

Discuss what is preventing the group achieving success? (saboteur, mistrust, accusation).

Establish that the programme is focussed on individual winners and not GROUP winners.

The children are therefore not working to achieve a common goal.  What do we think is needed to work effectively as a group? Thought shower and write up.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Set the children a group challenge to build the tallest newspaper tower possible using only 5 sheets of newspaper and 1 metre of masking tape.  The children can buy extra newspaper but every sheet will cost them 5cm of height which we will deduct at the end.  They can also buy extra masking tape but 1m (10cm) will be deducted at the end (all outlined on SMART page 11).  The children have 15-20 minutes to complete this task.

£££  Alternatively, pupils could be given a small budget from which to purchase all the materials they need and make decisions on how much of these they should buy.

N.B. At some point before the lesson, explain to one child per group that they are actually a hidden ‘observer’ during the group activity.  Their task is to identify key skills which helped the group achieve their goal and any skills that were lacking which hindered them.

Share towers and decide which group achieved the highest tower?

What do you think they did to achieve this?

What helped your group?

What made it difficult?

£££ If budget option has been used, leave time to reflect with groups on how well the budget was used  i.e. is it OK to have money left over or would it have been better to have bought more materials and built a better tower?
DIFFERENTIATION


	PLENARY
Ask the ’observers’ to identify themselves and feedback.  Is there anything that surprised you?  If we had to summarise 5 key points for effective group work what would they be?

As a class or in groups create Effective Group Work Rules to display in the classroom.

Discuss as a class. Display SMART page 12: ‘Work well within a group’ and annotate with ideas about effective group working.

Print out slide & put on a display to refer to every time there is a group work activity.
