	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Play ‘What’s Different’ circle time activity.  Send a child out of the classroom.  Change three things about the circle e.g. swap hair bands, jumpers on and off, one person hiding.  Person who has left has to guess what has changed.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Remain in a circle.  Ask children to turn to face the person next to them and find out 3 things they enjoy doing (1 minute).  Turn back to circle and child share on behalf of their partner.  Every other child moves along one space.  Repeat with dislikes.  Every other child moves along again.  Repeat with funny moments.  Move along.  Ask the children to turn to the person next to them and find out as much as they can about the person in 30 seconds.

Children write on a post-it note, 4 things they are looking forward to this year.  They then have 5 minutes to try and speak to all those they have not yet spoken to in the class to share one with each (high five as they meet and greet).

DIFFERENTIATION

Share interesting discoveries.  Is there anything that surprised you about anyone in your class?  Set the children a challenge to play with one new person that they do not normally play with for 5 minutes of one break time.
