	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Explain that today we are going to be working specifically on developing our ability to work well within a group.  Ask the children to thought shower what effective group work looks like?

What skills would be used?  Share the mini clip debate below and ask children to consider

· Do you think this is an example of a good group discussion?

· How do you know that they are listening to each other?

· Did they all agree?

Establish that it was a good discussion and reasons why you know they were listening to each other.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Explain that we are going to hold a debate.  What will that look like?  What roles will be needed? How will we indicate if we want to contribute?

Establish that a chair person and secretary will be needed and vote and appoint.  Ask the children to look out for children who they think are showing effective groupwork skills e.g. listening to others, sharing their opinion calmly, showing they understand others.

Set up the class up in a debate, with rows of chairs facing each other and the Chair and Secretary at the front.  Explain that you are going to show a statement and that the children will then be split into for or against.  

Show children the statement on slide and then run the debate.

£££ You could use financial issues as the basis of debate e.g. 

· Should school equipment, damaged by a pupil, be replaced with money from the school budget?

· Should schools raise money to be spent on themselves rather than giving it to charity?

· If you find £10 on the floor, you should be able to keep it.
