	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Begin with a discussion on bullying asking:

What is it?

What forms can it take?  

What should you do?

Lead the discussion to focus on cyberbullying?

What does that mean?


Who uses the internet at home?

What is your favourite online activity?  
Who uses the internet for chatting?

Does anyone use social networking sites (facebook, youtube, MySpace, Bebo etc)?

Who has a camera phone?

Talk partners and feed back a definition of cyberbullying.  Record.

What is e-safety?  Discuss.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Cross The Circle

Everyone is numbered around the circle as 1,2,3... when you call their number, everyone must cross the circle in role as…a ballerina…a panther…a moonwalker…someone who’s stuck in the mud…a fashion model…whatever you can think of.
Activity 1  
Use www.bbc.co.uk/cbbc/help/safesurfing/index.shtml with the whole class watching on an interactive whiteboard.  Enter the WonderWebWorld and watch ‘Caught in the Web’ a 15 minute video about cyber bullying and e-safety*.  Pause at pertinent points for discussion to take place 

*It is important that as a teacher you watch this video clip before hand to judge its suitability for your class.  It may be that you deem only parts of it appropriate – the ending deals with adults using social networking sites to meet young girls.

Create a table/ grid or provide tables/ grids for children to work 1:2 to record evidence of cyberbullying, feelings, what you should do e.g.
Examples of Cyberbullying

Reactions and Feelings

What you should do

Share ideas and discuss.

Activity 2 

Navigate to the Tips on Beating Cyberbullying video extract (2mins).  Discuss.  Make a poster, powerpoint presentation, video presentation for children in the school.  
DIFFERENTIATION
Make a story board/ poster about cyberbullying.  Interview the head teacher or ICT co-ordinator about e-safety in school.

Navigate from the WonderWebWorld page to the Staying Safe on the Web Q and A link to discuss various questions as a round up of the learning.
