I know about the consequences of anti-social behaviour and where to get help.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know how antisocial behaviour can affect people.
I can take responsibility for my own and others’ safety.
I have thought about the consequences of anti-social behaviour and where to get help.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Antisocial behaviour, consequences, vandalism, graffiti, hooligans, ASBO, harassment, intimidation, victim.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Antisocial behaviour scenario cards (examples given below)

· You may be able to arrange with the local community support police officers to come in and give a presentation/ talk on antisocial behaviour

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Discuss antisocial behaviour asking what it is and giving examples of antisocial behaviour highlighting how it can affect people.  Create a list of antisocial behaviours – this could be added to during the plenary.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Circle Activity - Instruments 

If I were an instrument, I would be… because…
Activity 1  

Provide the children with antisocial behaviour scenario cards.  Children work in small groups to identify the consequences of the behaviours.  Some possible examples are listed below.

· You see some youths dropping litter.

· A group of children from Year 5 are spray painting a wall in the local park.

· Your next door neighbours have a loud party that goes on most of the night.

· Some teenagers are ‘boy racing’ up and down the street outside your school.

· A group of girls are swearing really loudly near to some parents with young children.

· Your friend gets involved with a gang who ‘cause trouble’ in the area.

Activity 2 

Use the whole class list of antisocial behaviours, and working as a group, rank the behaviours identified from most to least anti-social (this could be completed as a Diamond Nine activity).

In groups, the children make a list of their top five ways to prevent young people from behaving anti-socially and breaking the law.  Examples might include: Fines for kids' parents; Curfews; Electronic tagging; Imprisonment for offenders; Community service; Making offenders meet their victims; Lessons about the importance of respect.

Discuss the ideas and try to decide on the top two suggestions.  Then suggest three things in favour of the idea and three against.
DIFFERENTIATION
Carry out a survey about antisocial behaviour in another class or with the school council.  Create a board game about antisocial behaviour – perhaps in the style of snakes and ladders.  Make a video about antisocial behaviour.

	PLENARY
Recap on the key points.  Ask the children where they can go to for help if they witness antisocial behaviour taking place or if they find themselves caught up in some antisocial activities.

4. Who can you approach/where can you go for help?
