	THEME: Looking Forward

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
This lesson follows on from the previous lesson on salaries and uses the results of the job/salary matching exercise and plenary task from the earlier lesson.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To understand that:

· we get money for the work we do in our jobs  

· some jobs and careers get paid higher salaries than others

· our lifestyle is connected to the job we do and the money we earn

· why some money is deducted from our salary 

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know
what tax and national insurance are.
I can work out what proportion of a salary is deducted for tax. 

I have thought about how essential services are paid for.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Value, earnings, salary, wage, gross, net, lifestyle, career choice, job satisfaction, tax, deduction, pension, insurance.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap on previous lesson: explain the difference between gross and net salary and explain the terms.  Reflect on: why part of the salary is not paid directly to the employee.  What is this money used for?  Think about all the services provided by government that are paid for by taxes. Which ones do your pupils benefit from?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: Small Group Work
Use the sample payslip as an example of the different types of deductions. Discuss which ones have to be paid and any that you might choose to pay. Demonstrate how to work out the amount of tax that has to be paid. Distribute the job cards & matching salaries that you used last lesson.  Ask groups to calculate how much of the salary is deducted for each job for tax.  Ask groups to report back to the whole class; who pays what in tax?  Who ‘takes home’ the most each month – ‘net’? How does this compare to the ‘gross’ salary . 
 Differentiation – pupils can be made aware that higher earners may have to pay much higher rates of tax (approx 40%). Higher ability pupils could compare the difference to net salary based on 20% and 40% tax.
Activity 2: Whole Class Work

Write a whole class definition of the key terms: income, deduction, tax, pension, national insurance, net, gross, lifestyle, job satisfaction.

Activity 3: Individual Work

Pupils draw themselves as adults and write on one side of the page all the things they would spend their monthly salary on.  On the other side of the page they should write all the things their taxes will help to support.  
DIFFERENTIATION
More able pupils can calculate the net salary as a percentage of the gross.  

Lower ability pupils could work with coins so that the concept can be explained practically, i.e. for every ten pounds you earn you take two away for tax.  Pupils can then work out how much they would earn in a day if they earned ten pounds an hour and worked for five hours.  How much would they give back in tax?

	PLENARY
Reflect on:  Would it be better if there was no tax to pay?  How would the government pay for essential services?  

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What is the difference between ‘gross’ and ‘net’ salaries?

2. How does the government pay for services we all need?

3. What proportion of a salary is deducted to pay for services?

4. Is it fair to take money in tax?

5. Where does the money for pensions come from?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Identify which pupils who feedback to the whole class; offer suggestions; offer opinions; respond to points made by others.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Speaking and Listening opportunities

· Pupils share their personal views with a group and, through feedback, with the whole class.  Pupils have the opportunity to express opinions and negotiate so that the group can reach an agreement.  

Mathematical skills
· Pupils use calculating skills to work out amounts of tax and National Insurance and to calculate the proportion of a salary that is taken in tax.

Discuss with parents/carers what taxes the family pay and what they are used for, e.g. Council Tax.
