	THEME: Looking Forward

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
This is the first lesson of the Year 6 unit, which builds on the learning already covered in Spring 1 UKS2 Year 5.

Ideally you will invite a local business person/entrepreneur to visit during the final lesson in this theme.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To understand that:-

· having money gives us choices  

· spending money on things we like or like to do can make us happy

· being happy does not rely on money

· we all have different things that make us happy

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some ways in which I can use money to enjoy life.
I can distinguish between the financial value of an item or activity and its ‘value to me’.
I have thought about what makes me happy and how different things make different people happy.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Happiness, worth, value, money, material goods, consumer.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Prepare the introductory questions (sheet provided) on card or whiteboard

· Internet access or a range of leaflets/materials about local activities/events including parks, cinemas etc

· Pfeg ‘Class Budget’ activity (provided)

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Think about these questions (discuss in pairs, small groups or as a whole class):

1. What makes you happy?

2. When and where are you happiest?

3. Do the things that make you happy need money?

4. What do we mean by being ‘rich’?

5. What amount of money would make you rich?

6. Is it better to be rich or happy?

7. Can being rich make you happy/happier?


	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: Small Group Work

Discuss what a ‘good day’ is. What would a good day feel like? How would they know that it had been a good day? Ask each group to make a list of what makes a good day, e.g. what activities would they do? (It would be interesting to note whether their good day is one when they are at school!) What would be a good day at school? Take feedback and identify any common factors.
Activity 2: Small Group Work

Split the class in half.  Ask all groups to design a timetable for a weekend of fun activities.  Ask one of the groups to design a weekend of ‘fun for free’.  Give each of the other groups a budget, increasing in size from say £10 to £100.

Feedback to the whole class.  Ask pupils which of the weekends they would prefer and why. Are the activities we pay for always the best?

DIFFERENTIATION
Plan the composition of the groups to ensure either peer or teacher/TA support for the least able.

	PLENARY
Discuss: What do pets need to be happy?  What would a dog do with £100?  Does money always have the same value whoever has it?

Possible extension: Use the pfeg ‘Class Budget’ activity through the course of the term to develop awareness of the value of items in the classroom.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What makes you happy?

2. What does it mean to be rich?

3. Does money always help you become happier?

4. Can you be happy without money?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Identify which pupils who feedback to the whole class; offer suggestions; offer opinions; respond to points made by others; defend or support their own ideas with better arguments.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Speaking and Listening opportunities:-

· Pupils share their personal views with a group and, through feedback, with the whole class.

· Pupils have the opportunity to express opinions and negotiate so that the group can reach an agreement.  

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Suggest that pupils find out the views of others in their family about the key questions discussed in this lesson.
