	THEME: Looking Forward

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
This lesson builds on lessons from year 5 on budgets and pocket money.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To understand:-

· that the items we use cost money 
· that replacing items costs money
· that budgets help us plan
· about value for money

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know
what a budget is and how it helps with planning.
I can work out the cost of items and organise them in a budget.
I have thought about what ‘value for money’ means.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Budget, cost, expense, value for money, consumables, bulk, economise, bargain.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Catalogues with stationery items, including educational ones and ones from mainstream suppliers e.g. Tesco etc

· Optional: Internet access

· You could link this lesson with the ‘class budget’ idea (pfeg activity sheet provided with Lesson 1)

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Explain what stationery items are? Which ones do they use in the classroom? Ask the children to list all the stationery items that will be needed by the class over the course of they year.  How much paper do they think they use? How many pencils etc

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: (Small Group Work)

Give each group a budget of say £100 to equip the classroom.  All stationery needs must be met from this budget.  Ask who thinks this is enough to equip a whole classroom.  Who does not?  Ask for ideas on what specific items will cost, e.g. a pencil. 

Using the catalogues, ask pupils to work out how much is needed to equip their classroom with stationery items. Would their budget be enough?  If not, what is the lowest possible figure?  

Feedback and reflection:  Each group should present their findings.  Who has spent the most?  Who has saved the most?  Is it possible to equip the classroom on £100?  Ask groups to see if they can identify any gaps in provision.  Which items which are essential? Which items are desirable?  Is cheaper always better?  How do you make sure you are getting value for money?  Is buying in bulk better or not?  Who has the best bargain?  How do you know?

Activity 2: (Small Group Work)

Ask pupils to find a luxury item or items in the catalogue that they would like for the classroom.  Work out what this item is equivalent to in terms of stationery items, e.g. a video camera would cost 297 pencils etc.   
DIFFERENTIATION
Plan the composition of the groups to ensure either peer or teacher/TA support for the least able.

	PLENARY
Discuss ways of reducing the budget on essential items.  Will this have an effect on the quality of the goods?  Is it better to buy quality items or cheaper ones?  If we want to buy more luxury items, what will the class have to do differently?  Who pays for the stationery the pupils use in school?  Where does the money come from?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Are cheaper goods always better?

2. What do we mean by value for money?

3. How do we know we are getting value for money?

4. How do we ensure we do not overspend?

5. What is the difference between ‘essential’ and ‘desirable’?

6. How can we economise?

7. What is a bargain?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Identify which pupils who feedback to the whole class; offer suggestions; offer opinions; respond to points made by others.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Speaking and Listening opportunities:-

· Pupils share their personal views with a group and, through feedback, with the whole class.

· Pupils have the opportunity to express opinions and negotiate so that the group can reach an agreement.  

Mathematical skills:-

· Pupils use calculating skills to work out the costs of the items and to identify the best bargains.

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Find out how parents make decisions over “every day” spending e.g. food brands etc. How do they make economies? 

	EVALUATION
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
