	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Talk with the class about the meaning of the word “stereotyping”.  For example, it’s a fixed idea about a group of people; an idea that says everybody in that group is the same in some way when actually they are not.
Stereotypes are ideas that put limits on what particular people can do; they don’t celebrate difference. Stereotypes often start with the word ‘only’ or ‘all’.  Explore with the class how it might feel to be stereotyped.  Who might be upset by the idea that only females are ballet dancers/nurses etc?  Explore with the class how stereotyping can lead to discrimination, i.e. people not being able to do what they would like to do.  For example, some people may not be expected to do a particular job because of their gender.  Can the class list any examples of stereotyping?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm Up
Children to make a big circle.  Teacher to say a word and children have 5 seconds to turn into that word.  (teenager, mother, father, vicar, football player, ballet star, student, rugby player, actor, pop star, politician etc).  Discuss the ‘poses’ with the children.  Where did their ideas come from?  Many will have used stereotypical images/ideas about these groups of people. 

Activity 1

List stereotypes the children hold about boys and girls.  Read an extract from ‘Bills New Frock’ by Anne Fine, that challenges gender stereotypes.  Ask the children to listen carefully to the story and identify how the characters behave in ways that some people might not expect a male or female to behave. How do they think Bill felt?  You could make use of ‘hot-seating’ to discuss how Bill felt.

Activity 2

Conscience Alley Drama Technique activity – provide the children with different scenarios e.g. All beautiful people are thin, all good football players are men, boys are more intelligent than girls, the best ballet performers are female etc.  Split children into two groups, one group to support the statement, one group against the statement.  Allow time for children to discuss ideas.  Then carry out ‘conscience alley’*
DIFFERENTIATION
Create a short play/drama about stereotyping.  Make a poster or power point presentation explaining what stereotyping is and what the negative effects of it can be.
