	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
SEAL theme - Good to be me Years 3 & 4.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I can tell the difference between showing I am proud and boasting.

I know that boasting can make other people feel inadequate or useless.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that difference between being proud and boastful.
I can talk about how other people might be feeling.
I have thought about how hearing people boast feels.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Boasting, proud, jealous, behaviour, negative, positive.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Lion and mouse story from ‘Good to be me’ SEAL resources (Yellow set, page14-15)

· Examples of boasting or being proud

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction – 5 mins

Display the terms, ‘boastful’ and ‘proud’ on the board and ask the children to discuss with each other what these terms mean and what the difference is between them.
Ask for feedback from selected pairs. Explain that we are going to explore what these words mean and introduce the learning objectives.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 – 10 mins 

Ask children to write on their whiteboards the words boast and proud.  Read out the examples and ask children to show you on their whiteboard whether they think that the example of a boast or someone who is proud.  Discuss their responses and the example.

£££ discuss with the children that much boasting comes from people showing off about how much more money they have and their expensive belongings. 

Activity 2 – 35 mins

Recap the story of the Lion and the mouse.  Talk about how the mouse feels in the story. 

Then children work in pairs to retell the story from the Mouse’s point of view.  This could be done as a storyboard.  Some pairs have mouse acting proud and some should have mouse being boastful.  

DIFFERENTIATION
Differentiated partner groups.  Storyboard provided with stick on story and children draw the pictures.

	PLENARY
Children read out their story and the children have to say whether mouse is being boastful or proud.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Why do people boast?

2. Would boasting give you a comfortable feeling?

3. How does hearing someone boast make other people feel?

4. How might they behave?

5. Does feeling proud give you a comfortable feeling?

6. What can we do if someone boasts a lot?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Can the children tell the difference between showing I am proud and boasting?

Do the children know that boasting can make people feel inadequate?
