	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction –  10 mins

Explain the objectives and outcomes for the session.  Ask if children know what Risk is?  Discuss what risks there are in the classroom, at or on the street.  Discuss that there is risk everywhere but that we cannot hide away from risk that we need to learn how to deal with it. 

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Whole Class Activity 1 –  10 mins 

Role play that you are one of the children and that you have discovered a new game where you throw stones off a bridge onto a road.  Ask the other ‘children’ to come later to play the game.  Freeze the role play and ask children to list the ‘risks’ and the consequences of the game.  Together make an action plan to keep:

· The friends safe

· The child with the game safe

Group Activity 2 –  20 mins

Children, in groups, have a risk scenario and they need to come up with an action plan to deal with the risk.  Children need to identify the risks and then come up with actions to prevent risk.  Good practice would be to talk it through or role play scenario before presenting it on paper.
DIFFERENTIATION
Mixed ability groups or one group supported by TA or teacher.  Be aware that children will have different experiences and view different things as risky.

	PLENARY
Each group presents their action plan.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What are the potential risks?

2. What can we do to prevent risky situations?

3. Do we need to avoid risks at all costs?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
The children can recognise risks.  The children can explain how to avoid risk.  The children can explain how to deal with pressure from different sources.
