	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING


	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Consider what it feels like to lose someone close to us.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some emotions people feel when someone close to them dies.
I can discuss the impact of death from the perspective of a character in a DVD.
I have thought about people that have lost someone close to them.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Lose, death, bereavement, perspective.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Lion King/Up DVD (or other appropriate film)

· DVD player

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

This a particularly sensitive subject so begin by discussing the ground rules for PSHEE set at the beginning of the year.  Explain that we are going to spend the lesson considering what it feels like when someone we know dies.  Say that at some point in our lives we will all be faced with this difficult situation and need to be prepared for how that may make us feel.  Ask the children to raise their hands (if they feel comfortable) to show if someone that they know has died before.  Encourage the children to realise that, although very difficult, it is a natural part of life that we cannot hide from and need to know how to deal with.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Play a clip/section of a cartoon DVD that shows a character dealing with a situation of bereavement.  For example:

· The Lion King – play the lead up to Mufasa’s death and how Simba deals with this situation.

· Up – play the beginning part showing the relationship between Carl and Ellie developing and how Carl reacts to and deals with the death of his wife.
Choose any other DVD clip that also serves the purpose. 

Use the DVD as a starting point for discussion about how it feels to lose someone close to us.  In a circle, go around the group asking the children to explain how they were feeling as they watched the DVD.  What emotions is the character feeling when they lose the person close to them?  How does the character react to the situation going on around them?  Do you think the character’s feelings will change over time?
Activity 2 

Children to write a diary entry from the perspective of the main character in the film on the day that the person close to them died.  Focus on how the character would be feeling.

	PLENARY
On post-it notes, children record all feelings they can think of that they think they would feel when someone close to them dies.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. How were you feeling as you watched the DVD?
2. What emotions is the character feeling when they lose the person close to them?
3. How does the character react to the situation going on around them?
4. Do you think the character’s feelings will change over time?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
(As plenary) On post-it notes, children record all feelings they can think of that they think they would feel when someone close to them dies.
