	THEME: Ready, Steady, Go

	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING


	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Understand what constitutes an emergency and why we need to know how to deal with them.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know what situations are considered to be emergencies.
I can name the professions of people who can help us in emergencies.
I have thought about how to contact someone who can help in an emergency (e.g. police).

	KEY VOCABULARY
Emergency, response, action, immediate, profession, advice, equipped.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Computers

· Books on emergencies e.g. first aid, fire safety, water safety etc.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Play ‘Doctor, Doctor’ as a warm up game.  Choose a child to act as the doctor and send them out of the room.  Ask the remaining children to hold hands and tangle themselves up.  When they are sufficiently tangled, get the children to shout ‘Doctor, Doctor’.  When the doctor returns they have to untangle the class without separating their hands.  When the tangle has been undone, the doctor can choose another child to act as the next doctor.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

What was the role of the doctor in the game we just played?  Why do we have doctors?  Write the word ‘emergency’ on the board.  Ask the children to tell the person next to them what they think this word means. Take feedback from the children and establish that the word emergency means a situation that requires us to take immediate action.  Can anyone think of a time when they have been involved in an emergency?  Encourage any children who are willing to share their stories.  Who are some of the key people that help us in emergencies?  List the responses on the board.  Ensure that the children raise the following professions: doctor, nurse, paramedic, fire service, police officer, coastguard and lifeguard. Explain that all of these people are here to help us, particularly in emergencies.
Activity 2 

Ask the children to vote as to whether or not they feel equipped to know what to do in an emergency (this could be any type of emergency).  What would help you to feel more equipped to know what to do?  Say that there are other children in the school, particularly younger pupils, who also need help in this area and that we are going to help them.  In groups, ask the children to write a script for a video that they are going to record as a guide and help of what to do in an emergency (this will be continued next lesson).  Ask each group to come up with a drama and guide for an emergency e.g. fire emergency, water emergency, medical emergency etc. requiring the help of one of the professionals discussed previously.  Give the children computers and books to help them plan their guide.  Ensure that the children are not just coming up with a drama sketch but are able to offer advice about how to deal with the emergency. 

DIFFERENTIATION
Conduct some research in the school about what types of emergency situations people would like to learn how to deal with. 

	PLENARY
Ask the children to pair up with a child from a different group to the one they have been working with.  Tell their partner the plan that they have so far for the video guide for dealing with an emergency.  Give feedback to the partner about the positive ideas they had and give them an improvement point that they could think about for next lesson.  Ensure both children have an opportunity to share.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Why do we have doctors?

2. Can anyone think of a time when they have been involved in an emergency?

3. Who are some of the key people that help us in emergencies?                                                               

4. What would help you to feel more equipped to know what to do in an emergency?

£££ remind the children that the number to dial is 999 in the UK and that calls are free, even from a mobile phone.
