	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Explain some of the good things about ourselves that our classmates value.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some of the good things about myself that people value.
I can recognise good qualities in other people and give them compliments.
I have thought about things that are going to change.

	KEY VOCABULARY

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Explain to the children that the theme for PSHEE this term is ‘Ready Steady Go’ and it is all about changes and transition to go to secondary school.  Discuss the fact that the term ‘Ready Steady Go’ indicates that you are prepared and raring to go and that we will consider over the next few weeks how best to equip ourselves for this change.
In pairs, ask the children to draw two columns onto a whiteboard.  Label the columns ‘things that will change’ and ‘things that will stay the same’.  Next, the children should think of as many things that are going to change over the next couple of months and write them on the board.  Ask them to do the same for the things that are going to stay the same.  Feedback the ideas and record on a class table.  Ensure that there are a lot more things listed in the ‘stay the same’ column.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Refer to the table made in the introduction to the lesson. Ask the children to share any of the feelings that they have about the changes that are going to take place. Why do you think some people are scared and apprehensive about moving to secondary school? Explain that it is a common reaction and that lots of people don’t want to leave the place where they are comfortable. Focus on changes listed that are linked with friends and some nervousness about making new friends. Why is it sometimes difficult to make new friends? Discuss the fact that we all have good qualities about ourselves that people value and like in us and it is important to remember these things about ourselves when we’re in a situation with new people.
Activity 2 

What does the word compliment mean? Why do people give compliments? Give the children some post-it notes each and ask them to write compliments and things that they value about people in the class and stick the note on their back. Ensure that all children in the class end up with a similar number of compliments (you may choose to do this in a structured way to make sure that the children have equal numbers of post-it notes about themselves with a variety of qualities mentioned). Give the children a few minutes to read through the compliments they have been given. Explain that we are going to record some of these compliments on stars to keep as a reminder of the things people value about us. Give the children a yellow sheet with stars drawn on and ask them to copy some of the compliments on to the stars. Keep the stars safe for the following lesson where the children will be making a scrapbook of happy memories to look back on during the transition period.

DIFFERENTIATION
1:1 support for identifying qualities in others and recording them on post-it notes.

	PLENARY
How does receiving compliments make you feel?  Will you make an effort to continue giving compliments to people?  Set everyone the challenge of trying to give one compliment to someone everyday for the next week and say that you will ask them next lesson who has met this challenge.
