	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Reflect on past experiences and allow them to influence our future plans.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know ways to record memories to look back on.
I can reflect on past experiences in my life.
I have thought about some of my achievements.

	KEY VOCABULARY

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Show the scrapbook to the children.  What is this?  When the term scrapbook has been established, discuss what is normally included in a scrapbook.  Why do people keep scrapbooks?  Explain that they are a good way of keeping reminders of things that have happened in the past and you can store memories in them to look back on.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Show the children how to create a scrapbook page and that the idea is about recording significant things to them.  Give each child a scrapbook and give them time to stick in photos and significant achievements and learning that they have done.  The children can add writing about memories that they would also like to include. Leave one blank page at the end of the scrapbook.
Activity 2 

Give the children a few minutes to look through their scrapbooks and consider everything that they have included so far.  What does it make you think about when you see all these things about your life?  Explain that primary school is a chapter of your life but that there will be many more chapters to follow, including secondary school. Why do you think we have left a page at the end of the scrapbook?  Discuss the fact that we can look back on our past and allow it to influence our decisions, feelings and future. 

DIFFERENTIATION
Provide a writing frame and sentence starters to use within the scrapbook.

	PLENARY
Ask the children to think about anything that has happened so far in their life that would have an impact in some way on their plans for the future. Where do you see yourself in 10/15years? Ask the children to record some of their ambitions for the future on the last page of their scrapbook.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What is a scrapbook?

2. Why do people keep scrapbooks?

3. What does it make you think about when you see all these things about your life?

4. Why do you think we have left a page at the end of the scrapbook?

5. Has anything that has happened so far in your life impacted in some way on your plans for the future?
6. Where do you see yourself in 10/15years time?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Create a mind map showing achievements so far in life.  Create a further mind map showing future plans and ambitions.
