	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Lessons 1 and 2 Summer 2 Year 6 - Ready Steady Go.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Discuss and plan ways to leave a legacy of our time at school.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know ways that people leave legacies.
I can present a plan of how to raise money.
I have thought about ways to remember people.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Legacy, reminder, memory, remember, fundraising.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Computers

· PowerPoint (or other presentation software)

· Calculators

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap the learning from the previous lesson on remembering past experiences.  How long have you been at the school?  How long do you think you will remember your time at this school?  Discuss the fact that the children have contributed a lot to the school over their time here and that it would be nice if they could leave a reminder behind for them to be remembered by.

What is a legacy?  Establish a definition for the term legacy.  Thought shower a list of ideas of how people leave a legacy (these can be a physical reminder as well as other legacies).  This discussion can be stimulated by showing photos of benches with plaques etc.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Why do people leave legacies?  Discuss the fact that they may want to buy something that they think the school needs, or that would benefit the school, and put a plaque on it to say who donated it.  Give the children time in groups to come up with a list of things that they could do to leave a legacy at school.  As a class, discuss something that the children would like to leave behind as a reminder to others in the school that they went there.  If necessary, take a class vote on what they would like to buy to leave at the school.  How are we going to pay for the item that we want to buy?  Explain to the children that they need to plan a fundraising activity to raise the money to buy their ‘legacy’.
Activity 2 

What is fundraising?  Discuss the fact that there are many different fundraising activities that can be carried out to raise money for the ‘legacy’.  In groups, ask the children to decide what they would like to do as a fundraising activity (e.g. cake sale, jewellery making, sponsored event, football skills workshop etc - try to ensure groups have chosen a different activity).  Each group needs to create a presentation to show the rest of the class why they should choose their activity.  Give the children the following features that they have to include in their presentation (the presentation could be done on PowerPoint):

· What the fundraising activity is

· The cost of any materials they would need to buy and where they will get/borrow this money from?

· The amount that they would sell the product for (if applicable)

· The amount they feel they could raise in this activity

· How much time they would need to make the product / do the activity
Allow the children access to computers to research the above questions.  Encourage the children to work out as accurate costing of the product as possible e.g. how much it would cost per unit and how much they could sell each unit for.  The above criteria for the presentation will need to be flexible depending on the type of activity chosen by the group.

DIFFERENTIATION
Research the cost of the ‘legacy’ and how much money needs to be raised in order to purchase it. 

£££ Refer to previous learning in Spring Term 1 re costings etc.

Prepare a presentation for the Head Teacher to explain the proposal for the fundraising activity and ask their permission to go ahead with the fundraising activity to raise money for the class to leave their legacy behind.

	PLENARY
Give the groups an opportunity to share their presentations with the rest of the class.  Ask the children to vote, in a democratic way, for the activity that they feel would enable them to raise enough money to purchase the item to leave as a legacy.  Establish the fundraising activity that is going to be carried out and map out a plan of action for the project (there will be time in the next lesson to complete the fundraising activity).
