	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Plan and carry out fundraising activities for a purpose.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know ways of raising money for a purpose.
I can calculate the expenditure and profit involved in running a fundraising event.
I have thought about how I could contribute to a fundraising event.

	KEY VOCABULARY

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Recap the decisions made in the previous lesson about the ‘legacy’ that the children chose to leave behind them at school and the fundraising activity that they plan to do to raise the money for the item.  How much money is needed to buy the item?  How much money do we envisage raising through the fundraising activity?

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Much of this lesson will depend on what has been chosen as the fundraising activity.  Choose parts of it according to what will fit with the project chosen by the class.  Give the children time to plan or carry out their fundraising during this session e.g. if the class are planning to make and sell fruit kebabs, use the lesson to make the kebabs ready for the sale.  Ensure that all children have an opportunity to contribute to the fundraising event in someway.  Posters can be made to advertise the fundraising activity during this time if it is not possible to do the activity.
Activity 2 

This short activity needs to take place after the fundraising event has taken place.  How much money did we spend on costs involved in carrying out the fundraising event?  Discuss the things that money had to be spent on and make a list on the whiteboard showing how much each of these things cost.  How much money did we raise in total?  In groups, using the information already discussed, calculate how much profit was made in the fundraising event.  Is this enough money to buy the ‘legacy’?  Is there any money left over?  If so, how much?  Discuss with the class what can be done with the extra money raised (if any) or discuss how to raise any extra money that is needed to buy the item.  How do you feel about yourself and your achievements with the fundraising?

DIFFERENTIATION
Write an advert for the fundraising event to be published on the school website or in the newsletter.

	PLENARY
As a class, discuss the wording for either a plaque to go on the item being given to the school, or to go in a card to be presented with the item.  Ask the children to think carefully about the wording that they use and that it is appropriate to the item bought.
