	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Lesson 1 Summer 2 Year 5 - Ready Steady Go.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
Understand that sometimes there can be positive outcomes from changes that we didn’t welcome initially.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that there are sometimes positive outcomes from difficult changes.
I can explain why people might behave the way they do when facing a difficult change.
I have thought about some positive outcomes from the move to secondary school.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Positive, negative, outcome, change.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· SEAL Changes green book (p16)

· Cartoon strip writing frame

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Play warm up game ‘Swapping places’ (SEAL changes green book p16).  Make a circle of chairs with a volunteer in the middle (ensure there is one less chair than the number of children in the class).  The volunteer needs to try and sit down as the following statements are read out.  Swap places if you:

· have changed your hairstyle this year
· ate something different for breakfast this morning
· walked a different route to school

Ask the children to think of any other ideas for things that may have changed.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Can anyone think of a time in their life that they have faced a change that they did not want to happen?  What are some of the feelings that you experienced at the time?  Did these feelings change over time?  If so, how?

Recap the learning from last year about how our attitude affects our perception of the change and that a positive attitude can make a difference within our feelings.  Why do people sometimes feel nervous and apprehensive about change?  Give the children time in pairs to thought shower ideas.  Take feedback from the children and discuss the fact that change makes people uncomfortable because they don’t know what to expect and there is a possibility that change may not result in a positive outcome.  Do you think secondary school is a negative change?  Encourage the children to see that secondary school is just different and that many people before them have been through the change and survived it (and even enjoyed it)!
Activity 2 

List as a class some changes that might initially seem to be difficult but that they think would have positive outcomes, in time.  Using the list as a guide, children to create a cartoon strip showing a character’s reaction to a difficult change and how the character, by the end of the cartoon, had realised that the change had positive outcomes e.g. a child starting at a new school who is upset at leaving friends behind then makes friends with someone who has similar interests to themselves and they become good friends, resulting in the child becoming settled at the school.

DIFFERENTIATION
Give a pre-written cartoon strip that the children can illustrate with pictures to show the character’s feelings about the change.

	PLENARY
In pairs, ask the children to share their cartoon strips and discuss the following questions with one another.  How did the character feel at the beginning of the cartoon?  How did they feel at the end?  What change took place and why?  What can you take on board from this about the change of moving to secondary school?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Can anyone think of a time in their life that they have faced a change that they did not want to happen? 

2. What are some of the feelings that you experienced at the time? 

3. Did these feelings change over time? If so, how? 

4. How did the character feel at the beginning of the cartoon? 

5. How did they feel at the end? 

6. What change took place and why? 

7. On balance, how can you relate this to moving to secondary school?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Throughout the session consider the two “Remark on the Remarkable” statements, noting names of particularly higher/lower achieving pupils.
