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These questions are to be used by the subject leader/person conducting the audit.  Although wording can be changed to suit age/ability of pupils, the meaning should be retained as there is an emphasis on giving pupils an opportunity to use specific vocabulary, an opportunity for pupils to share strategies they have developed and to demonstrate an understanding of personal responsibility for resolving issues (solution-focused)
